Sooner or later every child gets to play with a Xylophone and happily discovers how to
elicit different tones from the sound plates. It is easy and does not require any practise.
The African type of Xylophone is called a Balafon.

The Balafon consists of massive wooden sound plates with hollow pumpkins underneath
which serve as resonating chambers. The sizes of the pumpkins differ according to the
sizes of the sound plates. Usually the instrument is played with two strikers but you can also
play with fingers in order to produce gentle tones.

The culture of the Balafon is highly developed and still alive, especially in the countries in
the south of Sahara zone and the tropical rainforest.

We offer models with pentatonic and diatonic tuning, of course in the African way.
