Nobody knows exactly when, but most 
probably a few woodcutters discovered the sound of the saw around the beginning of 
the 20th Century. We do know that the Weaver Brothers used the Singing Saw in 1919 in a 
Vaudeville Show and then they travelled with it through the U.S. as Marlene Dietrich did in 
Europe. The Saw is played with the help of a violin bow and the blade is bent to vary the 
tone. But it looks much easier than it is...! 
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
